You can thus watch the video and it looks like as if you are watching it on a huge screen, a twenty-seven inch big screen!So with the help of these goggles you can use this iPod to watch videos and get all sorts of information while you are traveling. However, the biggest drawback with these goggles is their cost. They cost quite a lot, around 269$. Their cost is however likely to go down because of the increasing demand. These goggles will give you the pleasure of watching the videos on the big screen. So buy them even if they cost you a bit more.The goggles are likely to become lighter in the coming years with the advancement of technology.
