Up to 10,000 songs and videos can be stored.The storage capacity or memory is measured in bytes. More the memory, more the number of videos, songs and pictures you can store. A player whose memory is 512 KB can store up to 120 songs. A 30 GB player can have up to 10,000 songs in it. Given below are the capacity for MP3 players and iPods. " 512MB player can store from 120 to 350 songs." 1 GB player can store from 250 to 500 songs" 2 GB player can store from 480 to 500 songs" 4 GB player can store more than 1000 songs" 5 GB player can store music of more than 166 hrs" 6 GB player can store up to 1500 songs" 8 GB player can store up to 4000 songs" 20 GB player can store from 5000 to 9000 songs" 30 GB player can store up to 7500 songs" 40 GB player can store up to 10,000 songs" 60 GB player can store up to 15,000 songsExpansion slots are also available with some players.
